Bridging the Digital Divide

We provided €250K in grants in 2022 to support community partners 
delivering programmes in Meath focused on building digital skills for 
learners of all ages. There was a particular focus on supporting diversity, 
equality, and inclusion, including:

• Cultúr Migrant’s Centre for skills refresh and English language 
programmes for migrants.

• Louth and Meath Education Training Board for online skills and cyber 
safety workshops for seniors; a mobile digital lab to support students 
at Dunboyne College of Further Education, and devices and learning 
programmes to support mothers with young children in Monsey Village.

• Youth Work Ireland Meath, in partnership with Raspberry Pi 
Foundation, who together delivered digital engagement programmes 
designed to increase young people’s confidence in coding.

Prioritising sustainability 
We approach sustainability from the ground up — design 
and construction, energy sources, water stewardship and 
responsibly managing the end of life of our equipment. Our 
Clonee Data Centre buildings achieve LEED Gold Certification 
once operational, which requires meeting high standards for 
energy efficiency, renewable energy, water conservation, 
supply chain responsibility and recycling. The Clonee Data 
Centre also won the 2019 Ireland’s Green Construction Award.

Net zero emissions goals
Our goal is to reach net zero emissions across our global value 
chain in 2030. The operations of our data centres and offices 
have already reached net zero emissions and are supported 
with 100% renewable energy through our strategy of adding 
renewables to the local grids, which also helps decarbonise 
the electricity system.

Supporting local schools and nonprofits
One of the ways we support the community is through our 
annual Data Centre Community Action Grants programme 
and other direct funding for projects that put the power of 
technology to use for community benefit, connect people 
online or off and improve STEM education.
